It is a development of our on-line Express Pension Valuation service – available at pensionrelief.com.

This particular service is not appropriate for valuing benefits where the pension is already in payment or will be within the next year. If you need such a valuation, we would be happy to help, please contact us.

The service is both inexpensive and easy to use. This document is a Word ™ form; we designed it so that you – or your client - can complete it on a computer. You will find that all the fields have help prompts that are displayed on status bar within the Word™ application. Another way of displaying the prompts is to click into the relevant field and press the F1 key on your keyboard. You will find further notes to help you complete the form on page four.

To ensure that the service is affordable we employ electronic, rather than paper communication methods and require fees to be paid by credit or debit card before releasing reports.
Once it is complete, please send us the form. On receipt, we will run the report - usually within two business days. We will email the report to you as a password protected Portable Document Format (pdf) file and ask you to phone us to make the payment by credit or debit card. 16.	Confidentiality & Privacy


BDM will keep confidential matters it handles for Clients except where Clients authorise BDM to disclose information, where BDM is required to make a disclosure under applicable regulations or legislation or where the information is already within the public domain.

17.	Data Protection

17.2	BDM may share personal information as referred to above in clause 17.1 of this document but only with associated firms and individuals and only in connection with the Services BDM provides.


17.3	BDM will not pass any personal information outside the European Economic Area and BDM will not pass, disclose, rent or sell personal information of Clients or that of Individual Clients (other than personal information which is already publicly available) to any third party, without  the Client’s prior written consent.


17.4	Clients and Individual Clients have the have the right, by written request and on payment of a small fee, to a copy of any personal data (as defined by the Data Protection Act 1998) which BDM holds about them.


18.	Copyright in documents and processes


18.1	The Services and all original documents, electronic forms and compilations and/or processes that BDM generates for Clients, are protected by copyright (and, together, may hereafter be referred to as the ‘Copyrighted Elements’) .  For the avoidance of doubt, BDM hereby states and the Client hereby accepts that the Intellectual Property in the Copyrighted Elements shall remain the property of BDM.


18.2	The fee which Clients pay for  BDM’s work gives Clients an implied license to make use of the materials referred to above in clause 18.1 hereof, but only for the purposes for which they were generated or supplied to Clients and for reasonably associated purposes.


18.3	Clients may not copy BDM’s Copyrighted Elements for any purposes other than those referred to above in clause 18.2 hereof nor provide them to other firms or individuals. In particular, Clients may not copy or pass on such Copyrighted Elements to individuals or firms who may provide services similar to those offered by BDM or its associates.


18.4	If, contrary to what is stated above in clause 18.3 hereof, the Client makes a third party aware of any aspect of the Copyrighted Elements, or uses any aspect of the Copyrighted Elements in the performance of work for a third party, whether or not in accordance with the said purpose, the Client will be solely liable to such third party for any error or defect in the work and or the consequences thereof and will indemnify BDM against all loss, actions, claims, costs, demands, expenses and liabilities whatsoever (if any) which BDM may incur either at common law or by statute in respect of any loss, damage, personal injury or death suffered by a third party by reason of any error or defect in the work, or by reason of the consequences of any such error or defect.


19.	Destruction of Documents





BDM will retain files relating to a Client’s matters for six years after completion. After that period, BDM shall be entitled to destroy files without further reference to the Client unless the Client requests otherwise, in writing, in advance.


20.	Resolving Problems


20.1	In the event of any difficulties with BDM’s Services, the Client should notify BDM immediately the Client becomes aware of the difficulty.


20.2	Initially, the Client should speak to a director of BDM who will try to resolve the matter.


20.3	BDM will ensure that the Client’s complaint is investigated promptly and thoroughly and will inform the Client of the results of the investigation and of any appropriate action taken.


21.	No Agency


21.1	Neither party shall be deemed an agent of the other.


21.2	Nothing shall construe BDM an agent of any third party.


22.	Law


22.1	The relationship between BDM and the Client shall be governed by the Laws of England.


22.2	If any dispute between the parties arises out of or in connection with the Services, it may be referred by either party to and finally settled by mediation in accordance with the Centre for Dispute Resolution Model Mediation Procedure.


22.3	Any dispute not so resolved by such mediation shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the English Courts.

9.	Liability


9.1  	BDM shall perform the Services with reasonable skill and care. 


9.2  	Other than in relation to death or personal injury resulting from the negligence of BDM, the liability of BDM to the Client or to any third party or parties shall be limited as follows:


9.2.1	Subject to subsection 9.2.2 below of this clause 9, in no circumstances shall BDM be liable to the Client or to any third party or parties in contract, tort (including negligence or breach of statutory duty) or otherwise howsoever and whatever the cause thereof for: (i) any increased costs or expenses; (ii) any loss of use, profit, business, contracts, revenues, delay, or anticipated savings; or (iii) any special indirect or consequential loss or damage of any nature whatsoever arising directly or indirectly out of the provision by BDM of the Services, or of any error or defect therein, or of the performance, non-performance or delayed performance by BDM of the Services and BDM gives no warranty in respect thereof. (By way of illustration, but not as an exhaustive list, examples of consequential or indirect loss would be loss of future business, loss of reputation or goodwill, loss of anticipated savings and damages, costs or expenses payable by the Client or any other third parties).


9.2.2	Nothing in this clause 9 is deemed to exclude or restrict BDM’s liability to you for death or personal injury resulting from BDM’s negligence.

9.3	Time of provision of any Services is not of the essence. Any date mentioned is given only as a guide and BDM is not liable for any loss whatsoever arising from any delay or failure of BDM or its associates to perform the Services


10.	BDM’s Fees


10.1	Where a Client instructs BDM in writing to undertake the Services (or any other service) the Client is responsible for BDM’s fees whether or not the case proceeds to its conclusion.

13.	Cancellations


13.1	If a Report request is cancelled, a reduced fee being either: (a) a pro rata fee relating to Services already performed at the time of cancellation, or (b) 50% of the full fee due, whichever is the greater.


13.2  	In addition to what is stated above in clause 13.1 hereof, the Client shall pay in full any third party costs incurred.

We refer to the person who has accrued the pension benefits as the “Pensionholder”; this may be your client but is more likely to be their spouse or partner. The “Pensionholder’s” name will appear on the report.


There are two levels of Firefighters’ Express Pension Valuation service. The Firefighters’ Express Pension Valuation is the standard Express Pension Valuation (EPV) which mirrors the reports available from the on-line service but with specific changes to the valuation basis to reflect the special nature of the benefits provided by the police pension schemes. You can download an example of the standard EPV report from the web site http://bradshawdixonmoore.com/downloads.html. CETVs on firefighters’ pensions can undervalue the asset markedly, so, for an additional £25 + VAT we will provide an optional Reconciliation Report, which sets out why the fair Firefighters’ EPV value differs from the CETV. Select which product you require by checking the appropriate box on page two.


The Valuation Date is the as-at-date used in the Firefighters’ Express Pension Valuation to calculate the benefit value. Normally this will be the date the divorce or dissolution is expected to be granted (decree absolute) – the default option. Alternatively, you may choose to do a like-for-like check against the CETV quoted by the scheme, in which case the Valuation Date should be the date of the CETV. This date is relevant because accruals of pension benefits after the divorce or dissolution are not normally part of the settlement.


The pension scheme is either the Firefighters’ Pension Scheme (FPS) or New Firefighters’ Pension Scheme (NFPS). Firefighters who commenced service after 5th April 2006 will be in the 2006 scheme. Those who commenced service before will be in the FPS unless they have elected to transfer to the NFPS. Scheme membership is not compulsory.


The CETV quoted by the scheme is only needed if you require the optional Reconciliation Report.


CETV valuation date is the as-at-date of the CETV quoted by the scheme. This date will be shown on the scheme CETV quote. This information is only needed if you require the optional Reconciliation Report.


Scheme membership start date is when the firefighter first joined the pension scheme. This is usually when the firefighter joined the service.


If still in service, the current annual pensionable pay is the annual pay rate. If no longer in service, it is the pensionable pay in the last full year of service. Pensionable pay is those elements of earnings on which pension contributions are paid. Including basic salary, London weighting, additional salary on temporary promotion and competence related threshold payments. Overtime pay is not pensionable. 


The date on which it is assumed that the firefighter will leave service is when the firefighter plans to leave service or it is assumed that they will. If the firefighter has already left service, this should be blank.


Depending on which scheme the firefighter is a member of, on completing twenty-five years service it may be possible for the firefighter to retire and take an immediate pension on leaving service. As this is a valuable benefit, assuming that an immediate pension will be taken, will increase the benefit valuation. In which case, this assumption will be stated in the actuarial report.


If the firefighter accrued pension benefits in another scheme before joining the Firefighters’ Pension Scheme, they may have transferred deferred benefits into the Firefighters’ Pension scheme. This will have resulted in a pension credit of added years of service in the Firefighters’ Pension Scheme. In which case, we will allow for the transfer in the valuation. If you do not know whether benefits were transferred to the FPS or NFPS, leave this section blank – the default option. 
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
